Beagywumi 1: | can relate you how the Englishmen make tea. Here is the recipe.

1. Fillin the kittle with fresh water and boil it.
2. As soon as the water is hot put a little of it into the tea pot to warm it.

3. Then dry the pot and put in one spoonful of tea for each person and one extra for the pot.
4. Pour the freshly boiled water into the pot.

5. Let the tea infuse for five minutes, then stir and serve.




Iced tea
is much better for hot weather. Iced tea is an American invention. It was made in St. Louis, Missouri
for the first time in 1904. You'll be taught how to make iced tea.
